	Licensing Applications
New Premise Application for Jola Jola, 39 Carter Gate, Newark.

The Chairman informed Members that this matter had been dealt with as an Urgent Item under the Town Council’s Scheme of Delegation in August. The application has still to be formally considered by the District Council’s Licensing Committee and position has further changed as the Police have now withdrawn their objections, having agreed a set of conditions with the applicant. Under these circumstances Members are asked to review the original objections and consider the application afresh.
The conditions agreed with the Police were circulated to Members of the Committee.

Members discussed this application at length.

Members were of the opinion that late night licences were to be kept primarily, to the Castle Gate area in order to be able to police the area efficiently.  They were concerned that if late licences were permitted elsewhere within the town, it would stretch police resources, these resources having already been reduced.
Another concern was that of local residents, as the majority of flats above the shops on Carter Gate are residential. Also, there isn’t a taxi rank nearby for people leaving the premises to access. This could result in a significant number of people walking across the town to the Castle Gate area, late at night, to get taxis. This could result in crowd control issues as groups of people join up with customers leaving the late night premises located on Castle Gate.

Members agreed that the night time economy in Newark should be supported and was an important part of the local economy which needs to be sustained, this would then reduce the number of local people preferring to travel to Lincoln or Nottingham for a night out. However Members didn’t think that this particular location was the answer and thought it would cause more problems than it solved.

Therefore, Members wished to OBJECT to this application on the following grounds:
i) Carter Gate already suffers from a significant level of anti-social behaviour, for example, frequent vandalism to the flower planters that are located in that area, this application could lead to an increase in such behaviour;
ii) The late night aspect of the application will further exacerbate the noise nuisance which is experienced by residents who live on that road, mainly in flats, from the existing licensed premises in the area;
iii) There is no easy or nearby access for taxis for late night customers; this could lead to increased pedestrian movements across the town with people in search of Taxis with possible crowd control issues;
iv) The location is contrary to the Draft Late Night Strategy that is being developed for Newark Town Centre;
v) There has been a recent closure of a nearby establishment with a late night licence due to concerns about the operation of the pub and the nuisance caused by it, this application has the potential to re-introduce law and order problems.

	Fly Grazing

The Chairman informed Members that particular problems had been experienced with Fly Grazing on the Hawtonville Estate Area of the town. Horses had been seized and significant amounts of money have had to be paid to retrieve them. Fly Grazing was effectively trespassing, unacceptable and anti-social behaviour.

Having seen the ‘Guidance for the Management of Illegally Placed Horses’, the joint initiative developed by Newark & Sherwood District Council and Nottinghamshire County Council, it was suggested that instead of the many different telephone numbers given in the document, that a single number be made available, a named point of contact and a dedicated email address for people to report such incidents. This would then enable the document to be specifically tailored for the Town Council’s use when dealing with incidents of fly-grazing on council owned land. They felt this would avoid confusion.
Members AGREED to support the document and adopt it when the final version has been produced.
